Verse 2. Babes and suckling represents a pure soul. 
We are to strive for a pure, righteous soul with 
meekness before YAHUAH. 
 
 
Verse 3. Moon in scriptures also represents Israel and 
the Stares also represents HIS called out ones/ 
Anointed ones. 
 
Verse 4. YAHUAH visits us, those that have rebuild 
YAHUAH’S Temple within for YAHUAH to dwell. 
 
 
Verse 5. Those that YAHUAH visits/dwell within are 
the become the called-out ones/Anointed ones 
 

Verse 6. YAHUAH has given HIS Covenanted dominion 
to the Remnant Israel, which are those that seek, 
desire YAHUAH'S presence to learn, grow and live in 
HIS righteousness and are given authority to conquer 
the flesh and break the strongholds of wickedness.
