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  Purpose: The Most High, YAHUAH   

  uses leaven to symbolize Sin,  

  (1 Corinthians 5:1-8). Sin puffs up  

  and grows within us spiritually just as  

  physical leaven puffs up breaded  

 dough. Unleavened bread symbolize a  

 sinless life. We are to put leaven out  

 of our homes and not eat it for seven  

 days. The observance of the Feast of  

 Unleavened bread also fulfills the  

 prophecy of Yahushua Hamashiach.             

 (Our unblemished Passover Lamb) as  

 being the Unleavened Bread of life   

 (without sin).  Yahushua who knew  

 no sin, took on our sins and died (for  

 us); therefore, unleavened bread  

 also represent the burial of Yahushua  

 our Hamashiach.   

  In addition; the Feast of Unleavened  

  Bread is also a picture of Israel, the  

  Nation as a Bride ( Jeremiah 31:32/ 

Ephesians 5:25), purging and  

  removing sin out of our lives, that we  

  become sanctified/Set-Apart. A  

  Sanctified Bride, who surrenders in  

  submission to YAHUAH and is under  

the authority of the Bridegroom/ 

Yahushua. )

How to Observe: Unleavened Bread 

Feast (Symbolically & Physically)  
During the Feast of Unleavened 

Bread (Sanctification process of 

Israel as a Bride) we are to abstain 

from consuming any leavened (yeast 

products). All Yeast products were to 

have previously been removed from 

our dwelling.  

Note: In Leviticus 2: 11 “No oblation, 

which ye shall bring unto YAHUAH, 

shall be made with leaven: for ye 

shall burn no leaven, nor any honey, 

in any offering of YAHUAH made by 

fire.”  

YAHUAH does not consume leaven 

from any of the offerings that were 

presented by the priest or the people, 

therefore we are to present ourselves 

without leaven leading up to Feast of 

First Fruits. We are then required to 

(always) reexamine and evaluate our 

lives in accordance with YAHUAH’S 

Renewed Covenant/ WORD  to become a 

more humble, meek and faithful 

servant, with a “broken heart and a 

contrite spirit” as our King David 

prayed in Psalm 51. Continually, 

asking YAHUAH to create a clean 

heart, in us while we tarry for 

Deliverance and Salvation in 

accordance with YAHUAH’S Scripture 

promise of Jeremiah 16: 13-15.

Assembly]? Clean out the old leaven 

so that you may be a new batch, just 

as you are, still unleavened. For 

Christ our Passover Lamb has been 

sacrificed. Therefore, let us celebrate 

the feast, not with old leaven, nor 

with leaven of vice and malice and 

wickedness, but with the unleavened 

bread of sincerity and [untainted] 

truth.” 

 

 
 

 

 (Exodus 13:7)  

“Unleavened bread shall be eaten 

throughout the seven days; no 

leavened bread shall be seen with 

you, nor shall, there be leaven 

within the borders of your 

territory. 

 

 Remark: Feast of Passover with 

the blood on the door post, also 

represented the selection or 

choosing of Israel as a Nation for 

a Bride 

 

 

We are to eat a piece of Unleavened 

Bread for each of the 7 days of the 

Feast

And YAHUAH 

answered me, and said, Write the vision, and make it plain upon sapphires, 

that he may run that reads it.  For the vision is yet for an appointed time, 

but at the end it shall speak, and not lie: though it tarry, wait for it; 

because it will surely come, it will not tarry.  Behold, his soul which is 

lifted up is not upright in him: but the just shall live by his faith. Yea also, 

because he transgresses by wine, he is a proud man, neither keeps at home, 

who enlarges his desire as She’ol, and is as death, and cannot be satisfied, 

but gathers unto him all nations, and heaps unto him all people:”
