righteous House of Israel. This 

also, is to symbolically prepare 

for the receiving of the Torah 

in our hearts (as the giving of 

the Torah on Mount Sinai). On 

the morning/day of Shavuot, 

the Household /Family gather 

together and read Exodus 19-

20-21-22-23 and 24, which 

describes the giving of the 

Torah Laws, Status, and 

Commandments at Mount 

Sinai.  Everyone should stand 

when reading the Ten-

Commandments. This act, 

along with a prepared meal, 

commemorates this important 

day for the Nation of Israel.

(General thoughts - Prior to  
Shavuot/ Feast of weeks/ 

Pentecost) 
1- Sanctify yourself with Prayer, 

Fasting and seeking YAHUAH, 3-

days (or more) prior to Shavuot.  
 

2- During the fast, you continue to 

evaluate your life, desiring to have a 

repentant, broken and contrite Ruach 

before the presence YAHUAH.   
 

3- Address issues of your heart, to the 

Courts of Heaven, identifying areas in 

your life where you have fallen short 

in living and walking out YAHUAH’S 

Torah Covenant. 
          

4- Confess your sins, (including 

specific sins), acknowledge your sinful 

nature, that you need forgiveness, 

asking for a redeemed heart, mind and 

soul to live Righteousness. Seek 

counseling from the word of 

YAHUAH daily. 
 

5- Give a tribute of a freewill offering 

of thine hand, unto the House of 

Israel by identifying and assisting 

with genuine/legit needs on the days 

leading up to the feast of Shavout.  

which thou shalt give unto YAHUAH 

your Elohim    
       

6- Also, physically clean the house.  

The idea is you are preparing for visit 

from the bridegroom 
 

7- Get Kosher wine, make two loaves 

of leavened bread for the feast day, 

along with a full prepared meal (that 

can be prepared prior to or cooked on 

this feast day for consumption) 

 

(General thoughts - On Day of 

Shavuot/ Feast of weeks/ 

Pentecost) 

1- Bath (clean yourself early in the 

morning).  
 

2- Dress with clean (preferable 

white clothing & Olive oil lotion) 

the idea as of attending a wedding 

ceremony.                
 

3- Preparing yourself, the idea as the 

Nation of Israel is the bride for 

YAHUSHUA our Bridegroom and 

preparing to receive from 

YAHUAH.   
                                               

4- Present the offering of your 

sanctified self/household to 

YAHUAH. Asking YAHUAH to 

sanctify all three parts of our being 

– body, soul, and spirit;  
 

5- Asking YAHUAH to put HIS 

Torah in our hearts and to teach us 

to obey, HIS WORD, teach us to 

offer our sacrifice of Praise-Worship 

and to teach us to guard the TORAH 

in our hearts each day. 
 

 6- We are to renew and reaffirm our 

vow to the TORAH Covenant 

Laws, Status, and Commandments 

that King Yahushua Hamashiach 

redeemed us too, also asking/ 

Thanking ABBA YAHUAH for the 

outpouring of HIS, Ruach 

Hakodesh (Fruits of the Sprits) so 

that we bear good/righteous fruits 

that is pleasing to HIM.
